Adopting a flexible approach to implementing the South Yorkshire Local Transport Plan 2006-11, principally by identifying opportunities to reduce the need to travel, maximising travel options and promoting an integrated travel package as a realistic alternative to single occupancy, private car journeys.

Mobility management provides the key to managing travel demand. Partnership working has enabled Sheffield Community Transport to work with the Council’s Transport Services to schedule journeys for Council team’s clients.

Travel options have been widened and improved by:

Creation of the country’s first Statutory Quality Bus partnership

Travel planning with businesses, organisations, schools and individuals

Procuring Sheffield car club and liftshare schemes

Development of cycling and walking initiatives

Integration is via SYPTE’s Travel South Yorkshire brand.

Promotion follows infrastructure improvements (Quality Bus Corridors) with innovative Smarter Choices campaign (“Carbon Quids” – a  “green” currency rewarding sustainable travel behaviour)

Smart Electric Vehicle trial in 2008

Sheffield Car Club launched April 2007. Exceeded target for membership in first two quarters

Liftshare launched April 2007. Over 1,000 members. 

Statutory Quality Bus Partnership – launched May 2007. Arrested decline in bus patronage in North Sheffield. 10% increase on express bus service link to park and ride site.

Camera Enforcement of bus/tram gates has substantially improved public transport journey times where implemented.

European Mobility Week (Carbon Quids initiative) – September 2007. 800 reward bags distributed to participants.

Carbon Quids won award for best PTE campaign.

A vision for cycling: cycling has increased by 60% from 2001 baseline.

Smarter Choices promotion 2008 onwards – monitoring and evaluation follow

Congestion Delivery Plan – commended by DfT

Council awarded Beacon Status for air quality work

Climate Star award for addressing traffic born air pollution
