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	Summary
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Based on research from the ongoing EU FP6 MM project MAX, this paper analyses the current state of practice in integrating and implementing MM through the land use planning system in 9 EU states and Switzerland, and makes recommendations for future changes.

	Background & Objectives
	MAX is the EU's latest framework research project on Mobility Management (MM) and Travel Awareness (TA) in transport. Four thematic Work Packages (WP) will link these topics to develop products of use to MM and TA practitioners, of which the fourth, WP D, concerns the better integration of mobility management (MM) with land-use planning (LUP).  This is because it appears from some member states’ experience that the LUP process can provide points where MM can be leveraged into new and renewed developments.  However, a review of the current level of knowledge and practice set out in the WP D State of the Art report showed that there is relatively little knowledge about how to develop and implement this area of MM practice in the majority of member states. 

	Implementation & Results
	This paper presents a summary of the second part of the research in WP D, about the current level of the integration of MM and LUP in the member and other states covered in the work package (Sweden, Germany, Spain, Lithuania, Poland, Slovenia, Switzerland, the UK, as well as Ireland and the Netherlands).  This covers two aspects: the degree to which the planning system promotes sustainable transport more generally, since this is believed to be a prerequisite for the second aspect, that is, the degree to which MM is integrated with the planning and particularly the building permission process.  At the time of abstract submission, individual country reports are being finalised (due November 30th 2007; 7 received so far).  

	Conclusions
	The paper will summarise these reports and provide a view on the current state of policy and practice in these member states, and make outline recommendations for ways in which the further integration of MM and LUP can be promoted.  In particular it will show:

· The state of planning legislation and policy insofar as it promotes, or hinders, the use of the planning system to promote sustainable transport.

· The same, but for the integration of MM with planning.

· The degree to which MM measures at the site level can be part of the outcome of the process of granting building permission to site developers.
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
