MOBILITY URBAN PLANS IN CATALONIA

They are compulsory in the following towns:

1) 40 towns over passing quality air standards

2) Greater Barcelona: towns > 20,000 inhabitants

3) Catalonia: towns > 50,000 inhabitants and shire capitals



Reviewing first years under mobility law

• Large variety of methodologies
